All courses are taught by a faculty member from Southeast Community College.

Students enrolled in the dual credit courses will be taking the courses two days a week at a related site in Wahoo and the other three days in the week students will be in the classroom at Mead working on their assignments/portfolios.  
Cost

1. Students must pay tuition (payable to Mead Public Schools) at time of registration (by March 15).  Tuition will be around $218.00, depending on Southeast Community College’s tuition rates.  If all guidelines are met by the student, the tuition amount will be refunded in full at the completion of the course.

2. Students must pay for their own books and materials for the course (non-refundable).

3. Student may be responsible for his/her own transportation to and from the class site in Wahoo.

Guidelines for receiving refund
1. Student must obey all traffic laws and regulations traveling to and from the class.

2. Student must return to Mead High School promptly after class and be on time for his/her 6th period class.

3. Student must pass the dual credit course with a C or above.
Not adhering to any of the above guidelines will result in a student’s removal from the course, not having the opportunity to participate in the career academy during subsequent semesters, and the student will also fail to receive the tuition refund.
