State Reading Test Results

Last year marked the first year for Nebraska’seSeatcountability Test in Reading (NeSA-R). All Nabka
public school students in grades 3-8 and 11 toekeht.

By the time this Newsletter is published, mosepés/guardians will have received reports fromsittgool indi-
cating how their student(s) performed on the NeStedR The reports were sent home in folders fades 4-6, and
mailed for students in grades 7-9, and 12.

Each student is placed in one of three performémeds: Exceeds Standards, Meets Standards,lowEgian-
dards. A description of these levels is includedh® back of the report. The report also showsitimber of points
possible and the number of points earned, a scale,sand the student’s percent correct comparttetetate average
The reports can be a bit confusing at first, sagsecall me or stop by if you have questions omndideceive the repoi

On a district level, 69.5% of our students metdtandards, which is slightly higher than the staterage of
68.6%. Quite frankly, however, these results atesatisfactory for Mead Public Schools. The udtiengoal, though
difficult to attain, is forall our students to meet the standards.

To help achieve that goal, we are implementingw reading program for kindergarten, first, ancoselc
grades. Reading Mastery, a reading curriculum piiven results, will maintain the strong phonitstiuction we hav
used in the past, but will add a language compoaettmore direct instruction. It will also helg differentiate in-
struction more than we could in the past.

A new testing program, Measures of Academic Pssy(MAP), will assist with this differentiation ofstruc-
tion. MAP provides better information about thademic strengths and weaknesses of each studefike Qur past
achievement tests, results are available withiayaa two instead of a few weeks.

Legislature Toughens Up

New laws put in place over the past coupleyéave toughened up on practices that could putamilies' health
at risk.

LB 258 is an amendment to the Liquor Controt Which changes and provides penalties for minogsossessiop
of alcoholic liquor. It is also known as a gradubsanctions law. In the past each offense was pabis by a $10p
fine and it did not matter how many prior offens@sindividual had on their record. Now the firstepise penalty maly
include loss of license for 30 days and alcoholcatlon class. Second offenders may lose their $iedor 90 dayy,
serve 20 - 40 hours of Community Service, and dtedoohol education class. Third offense requioss bf license foy
12 months, a minimum of 60 hours Community Servaephol education class, and an alcohol assesdnyeatli-
censed drug and alcohol counselor.
